90 SLP points by graduation

Spiritual Life seeks to nurture community, develop
student leadership, build moral character, provide an
environment for every student to know Christ, and
equip students to be Christ’s ambassadors beyond HBU.

■■ All students seeking their undergraduate degree
from HBU must earn 90 total points during their
college career to qualify for graduation. 

■■ Transfer students receive a credit of 3/4 point for
every transfer hour. 

■■ The Associate Degree Nursing students are
required to have 54 points total.

■■ Students may earn up to a maximum of 15 points
per quarter to be accrued toward the total SLP
point requirement for graduation. 

■■ SLP points are obtained by attending SLP events.
Students are required to sign-in or have their I.D.
cards scanned to record their attendance. The
Points of Interest magazine is available each
quarter in the Spiritual Life Department to give
detailed information about the SLP events offered
during that quarter.
