What is the Reading Proficiency Exam?

The Reading Proficiency Exam (RPE) is a pre-
THEA exam, which covers the Reading section
only. It is a one hour test with several reading
selections and 24 multiple-choice questions.
Receiving a passing score on this exam (17 correct
out of 24) is one way to meet the graduation
requirement for reading proficiency (see HBU
Catalog, Undergraduate Degree Requirements,
Proficiencies).

Where will I be tested?

Receiving your score

The Reading Proficiency Exam is a pass/fail test.
Test scores are automatically sent to the Office of
the Registrar. Students may stop by Testing
Services in Hinton 101 the day following the exam
to find out their scores (photo ID required). Scores
are not given out over the phone or e-mail.

Can I Retest?

In Hinton Center, usually in Hinton 139, but
another Hinton room may be scheduled.

Test?

Test day instructions

Retesting is allowed. A student who wishes to
retest must complete the registration and payment
again.

Both the Reading Proficiency Exam and the THEA
Quick Test are offered about once a month. A
passing score on either of these exams will satisfy
the reading proficiency graduation requirement.
